Nova var en populir minidator som Data
General producerade 1969. Den var

tankt som en allsidig dator och anvindes

i laboratorier 6ver hela viarlden. Den blev
mycket populir och skulle till slut salja i mer
an 50 000 exemplar for 56 000 kronor styck.
Konkurrensen till Nova kom i forsta hand
fran DECs PDP-11-serie och i andra fran
PDP-8-systemen.

Nova 3 slipptes 1975 i tva alternativa
konstruktioner, en 3/4 och en 3/12.

Det andra numret anger antalet
insticksplatser datorn hade i bakplanet for
anslutning av fler komponenter.

Nova paverkade designen av en hel del

av dess efterfoljare, bland annat Apple I
(1976). Annu 2004 anvindes flera Nova-
datorer runt omkring varlden, bland annat i
kontrollsystem for flygtrafik.
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The Nova was a popular minicomputer

that Data General produced in 1969. It was
meant as a general purpose computer and
was used in laboratories around the world.

It became very popular and would eventually
sell over 50 000 at a price of 56 000 kronor
each. The Nova’s biggest competition came
from DEC’s PDP-11 series and to a lesser
extent the PDP-8 systems.

The Nova 3 came out in 1975 and came in
two different optional constructions, a 3/4
and a 3/12. The second number denoted
the amount of slots the computer had in
its backplane which could hold additional

components.

The Nova influenced the design of more
than a few of its successors, the Apple I
(1976) among them. As of 2004 there were
still several Nova’s being used worldwide
including among other thing some air traffic
control systems.
